2025 Fort Sill Pig Gun Hunt

All users must have an iSportsman account.
a. Users must have a valid Fort Sill hunting or combo permit and a valid State of
Oklahoma Hunting License.
b. Users must be eligible IAW FS 200-1
Season Dates are 23 MAY 2025 through 26 MAY 2025.
Legal hunting hours are one half hour before legal sunrise to one half hour after legal
sunset.
Blaze orange requirements: 400 total square inches of blaze orange, which must
include a hat and vest.
There is no associated lottery or area assignment requirements for this season.
Hunters will check into available areas and go hunt.
Starting at 0401 the day of the hunt, the hunter may check in to the hunting
compartment using iSportsman.
Hunter's iSportsman Vehicle Pass will be placed on the vehicle's dashboard orin a
way that can be easily seen and read from the ground.
Each area or group of areas will have a set occupancy limit.
a. The number of available slots on the range could be reduced based on
scheduled Military training.
Users will utilize two possible activities for this weekend:
a. Pig Rifle Season - Rifles firing a 55 grain bullet or larger, Shotguns 20 gauge
or larger firing a single projectile, Muzzle loaders 40 caliber or larger firing a
single projectile, and approved archery equipment are permitted in these
areas.
i. PigRifle Areas are the same as listed for deer gun rifle areas in the
FS200-1 for deer gun season.
b. Pig Shotgun/Muzzleloader Season: 20 gauge or larger shotgun (no
buckshot), 40 caliber or larger muzzleloader, and approved archery
equipment are permitted in these areas.



i. Pig Shotgun/Muzzle loader only areas are the same as those listed in
the FS200-1 for deer gun season.
10. Occupancy limits will be set. If an area is not available on the check-in screen but
shows available on the spreadsheet, then the occupancy has been met.
11. Hunters may only hunt the area for which they are checked into.
12. Legal harvests are pig and coyote. All harvests will be recorded via iSportsman upon
check out.
